9) What type of grass is used for the playing surface (drought or non drought resistant)? 

10) How frequently is the surface watered and what are kind of irrigation system do you have (i.e. sprinklers, underground systems etc) or is this managed by the council?
11) Does the club have any recycling systems in place (i.e. bottles and cans, cartons, cardboard, paper, plastics etc)?

12) Is there often litter on the grounds after training or a game? Who cleans this up?

13) Does the football club take environmental sustainability into account when making decisions such as the building of new facilities, hosting functions, catering and purchasing goods?
